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Bring MEN Into MENtoring





(Green Bay, WI) “Bring MEN Into MENtoring” is a Big Brothers Big Sisters of Northeastern Wisconsin campaign to provide male mentors for area youth. Currently, 100 youth are looking for a mentor. More than 70% of youth are male; while only 25% of inquiring volunteers are male. Through June 15, the agency is seeking to recruit male mentors to impact the lives of youth. 


Think back to when you were a youth. Other than your parents, who impacted your life in some simple, yet special way? Who was the person you always remember with a smile? For youth in Big Brothers Big Sisters, we help provide this life-time memory and impact. 





A male youth in our program recently wrote about the impact his mentor had on his life, “I like spending time with my mentor Brad because we have a lot in common. We like to play the same kind of sports like football, wiffle ball and golf. He is an awesome sports player. Brad is a fun guy. He tells funny jokes and we laugh at them together. He is easy to talk to. I have built trust with him. I talk to him about the things I want to do when I get older, my dreams. Brad is very special to me. I look forward to hanging out with him every week.”





Our Sports Buddies program is specifically designed for males. Sports Buddies provides opportunities for adults to help build friendships, and an opportunity for youth to experience sporting and recreational events. Sports Buddies includes:


Group interactions at events


Participate/watch sports or outdoor activities (free tickets to events)


Low or no cost activities (sporting events, etc)


6-month commitment


Meet twice per month for 2+ hours





The Sports Buddies program is designed to provide mentors and youth the opportunity to interact with other male matches. Mentors and youth will receive free monthly tickets to area sporting events including: Green Bay Blizzard, Green Bay Bullfrogs, Green Bay Gamblers, UWGB Men’s & Women’s Basketball. Along with the free tickets, a monthly group activity (weightlifting, baseball, basketball, etc.) will take place. 





Help “Bring MEN into MENtoring.” When compared to their peers, youth who have a mentor matched and supported by Big Brothers Big Sisters are:





52% more likely to remain in school


75% more likely to earn a 4-year degree


48% more likely to volunteer


81% more likely to hold a leadership role in an organization
